 Thank him that Kenya was a recipient of the light of God especially when there was the 

East Africa revival that brought a great number into the kingdom of God.

 Plead the blood of Jesus over the land and ask God to cleanse our land. 

 Pray that all the evil alters in this nation including the freemasonry will be exposed and 

those who worship will turn to God  

 Declare judgment in the name of Jesus on all the evil alters speaking in this nation.

 Pray that God will revive our love for our neighbors and we will not discriminate against 

those that are different from us but demonstrate love as commanded.  

 Call forth obedience  to great commission and this time, not just proclaim but live the 

life, so others may seen the signs of the Kingdom of God.
