          2nd Touch for the Eklessia in Kenya 

25th to 31st May 2020 

 “I have travelled across the length and breadth of Africa and I have not seen one person who is a 
beggar, who is a thief such wealth I have seen in this country, such high moral values, people of such 

caliber, that I do not think we would ever conquer this country, unless we break their very backbone of 

this nation, which is her spiritual and cultural heritage. And therefore I propose that we replace her old 

and ancient education system, her culture, for if the Africans think that all that is foreign and English is 

good and greater than their own, they  will lose their self esteem, their native culture and they will 

become what we want them to become, a truly dominated nation” 

 

Lord Macaulay’s address to the British Parliament on 2
nd

 Feb. 1835 

 “But this is a people plundered and looted, all of them trapped in pits or hidden away in prisons. 

They have become plunder with no one to rescue them; they have been made loot, with no with no 

one to say, ‘Send them back.’  Which of you will listen to this or pay close attention in time to come?  

Who handed Jacob over to become loot, and Israel to the plunderers? Was it not the LORD,  against 

whom we have sinned? For they would not follow his ways; they did not obey his laws”  Isa. 42:22-24 

 

Monday May 25th 2020:  Healing the Ekklesia  

“He took the blind man by the hand and led him outside the village. When he had spat on the 

man’s eyes and put his hands on him, Jesus asked, ‘Do you see anything?’  He looked up and 

said, ‘ I see people; they look they look like trees walking around’ Once more Jesus put his 

hands on the man’s eyes. Then his eyes were opened, his sight was restored, and he saw 

everything clearly” (Mark 8: 23-25) 

a) Honor the name of Yeshuah and proclaim that he is indeed Jehovah Rapa who heals all 

our diseases. 

b) Praise Jehovah El Elyon who is highly exalted and judges people and nations fairly.  

c) Thank him for the gospel that came and brought about the revival in the 1950’s and 60’s 

the ‘East Africa Revival’ that swept most of East Africa.  Thank him for faithful people 

who witnessed by word and deed and as a result today you are born again. 
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d) Admit that the Church ( Ekklesia) in Kenya even though had the first touch have been 

partially blind. Seeing like the blind man, People looking like trees walking.  This is the 

reason we have not been as effective and the world around us has not felt our presence. 

e) Plead with Yeshuah to touch you and all the believers in this nation a second time, so 

our sight can be fully restored.  

f) Pray for humility to admit to our blindness as indeed we received a gospel cloaked in a 

Western culture and that has clouded our sight and identity in Christ.  

g) Pray that we will rediscover the name of Jehovah and truly bow down and worship him 

whom to know is life indeed. 

 

Tuesday 26
th

 May  2020: New Wells of Revival 

 

“For a brief moment I abandoned you, but with deep compassion I will bring you back. In a surge of 

anger I hid my face from you for a moment, but with everlasting kindness I will have compassion on 

you,” says the LORD your Redeemer. ( Isaiah 54:7-8)  

a) Thank the Lord for the spiritual life and revival that was here in the past in the different wells 

that God had opened. Thank Him for His grace poured out in our nation. 

b) Honour those who were used by God in the past, for their vision, obedience, sacrifice and 

achievements. Bless the Lord for this spiritual blessing that we have inherited from our spiritual 

fathers and mothers some of whom have already gone to glory. 

c) Confess and repent for the negative things we could have spoken against our fathers and 

mothers of revival; negatively exposing their weakness to the world around us. 

d) Repent and ask for forgiveness in identification with the specific sins that put an end to the 

spiritual fervor of the wells of revival. 

e) Mourn for many who have turned away from God. This is seen in places where the revival had 

sprung up from. Ask the Lord to forgive us and to pour afresh his Holy Spirit to revive us.  

f) Ask God in the name of Jesus Christ to remove any obstacle that is holding back the re-opening 

of wells of revival. 1 John 3:8 

g) Pray for speedy reopening of the gathering of God’s people so they can experience the 

presence of Jesus and be nourished and cleansed by his blood from all sin.  
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h) Take time to pray for an end to the Corona Virus pandemic and other plagues that are affecting 

our nation.  

 

Wednesday 27th May 2020: Removing the Blindness on the Political Leadership  

In 2013, when the Jubilee government came to power, the whole world watched as the President and 

his Deputy knelt down before God and in humility acknowledged that it was the LORD who had 

installed them at the helm of leadership.  The church represented by a Bishop was there to lead them 

in prayer of dedication.   Today in the middle of their second time in office and when Kenya and the 

whole world is facing a pandemic and plagues of biblical proportions, things are different and there is a 

wall between them that is threatening to tear the nation and they seem to be read from a different 

script.

d) Plead with God that he will forgive the believers in the land and restore them to positions of 

authority so they can influence the direction the country goes.  

e) Pray that in the name of Yeshuah all the intrigues, schemes and hidden agenda to destroy the 

nation and the government of Kenya will be exposed and dismantled and will no longer speak in 

the land of Kenya.  

f) Take the authority given you as a member of the ekklesia, and bring down the political walls that 

have been erected to keep leaders and communities apart.  

g) Declare that in the name that is above all names, the name of Yeshuah, that the warfare going 

on among the politicians will cease and peace will prevail for the sake of serving the people and 

accomplishing God’s purpose for the nation.  
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h) Pray that the Holy Spirit will brood over the Presidents heart and that of his deputy and they 

will seek God and reconciliation. The power of a righteous person is powerful and effective 

James 5:15 

i) The leadership throne that the President is sitting on is from God and he has not been called to 

serve his father’s gods or other agendas.  Cancel in the name of Jesus the schemes of Satan to 

.derail the purpose of God to bring revival in Kenya 

j) Ask God to release the balm of Gilead upon our President and the Deputy President and to heal 

any wounds that could be hindering their working together.

Friday May 29
th
